realize this vision, teacher-education programme is designed with these Programme

10) Address the learning needs of all children, including those who are marginalised and
disabled;

11) Develop the needed counseling skills and competencies to be a facilitator for and helper
of children needing specific kinds of help in finding solutions for day-to-day problems
related to educational, personal and social situations gained through internship
activities.

The present B.Ed. Curriculum/syllabus shall be designed to integrate the study of
subject knowledge, human development, pedagogical knowledge and communication
skills.

The programme shall comprise three broad curricular areas: Perspectives in Education,

Curriculum and Pedagogic Studies, and Engagement with the field.



The courses under each of these curricular areas will be based on a close reading of original
writings, seminar/term paper presentations and continuous engagement with the field.
Transactions of the courses shall be done using variety of approaches such as case studies,
discussions on reflective Journals, observations of children and interactions with the
community in multiple socio- cultural environments using latest trends of ICT in teaching
(Online and Blended mode). Information and Communication Technology (ICT), Gender,
Yoga Education and Disability/ Inclusive Education shall form an integral part of the B.Ed.
curriculum.
